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 CPAANT MEETING  

APRIL 10, 2010  

WACO, TX  
 

My name is Farlee and I came to Waco to demonstrate the abilities of an ATF Explosive Detection Canine to the 

members and guests of CPAANT. I was born on February 22, 2007, and was originally chosen to be òseeing eyeó dog.  My 

partner and handler is Special Agent Claire Rayburn and we live on two and a half acres in Austin, Tx.  

 Special Agent Rayburn has been with the ATF for twenty -two years and a canine trainer for seven years.  Her 

previous partner was Hunter who retired from the ATF and spent his remaining time with Claire before dying of cancer.  

 As an explosive dog I am not a first responder to incidents but called upon later to search for explosives.  My 

specialty is locating bombs and guns.  I have traveled all over the United States and worked for the ATF on the Christmas 

underwear bomber by checking out the hotel room he stayed in before his flight.  I am also an asset to police  

departments and was able to locate a weapon a criminal threw out the window of a vehicle in three minutes for the  

sheriff.  Explosive canines are also popular with courthouses and judges when there are threats in the courtrooms.   

Ammunition is the hardest to smell (least odor) and a spent shell has the strongest odor.   

 I was trained at the ATF training facility in Front Royal, Virginia.  Labrador Retrievers are the only breed the 

ATF trains and they have 160 trained dogs in foreign countries. The foreign countries must meet strict requirements  

before they can use an explosive dog so we are well cared for and trained daily.  A week before 9/11 the ATF was ready 

to disband the Explosive Detection Canine unit; but luckily for me they didnõt.  I went through a 10 week training program 

and had to pass my final exam by locating 100% of the twenty different explosives hidden for me to find.  Ten of the  

explosives I had never smelled before the exam.  An ATF chemist does the final testing and my handler was not present 

so she would not be able to accidentally tip me off to the explosives.   

 The ATF has 6 families of explosives which I am trained to identify and these explosive families are made up of 

19,000 explosive formulas. The sixth family was recently added after the Shoe and Underwear bombers.  This family of 

explosives is made up of ammonium based explosives.   

 I am trained with food so I must be worked with each day because this is the only way I get to eat.  I smell in 

parts, not the whole (you go to a steakhouse and smell steak when you walk in but I smell the steak, bread, potato, salad, 

beans, etc.).   I will retire at age 9 or 10 and Special Agent Rayburn will have the opportunity to adopt me so we can  

continue to play together.  

 My handler had the card below made with my picture and I added this personal message:  

Farlee is my name and dynamite is my game,  

so donõt touch explosiveséé.call Farlee the Dynamite Dog!
